Pick up/drop off times and flight information

Please drop your son/daughter off at the Shawcroft car park, Ashbourne no later than 2:25am on Sunday 27" October,
teachers will be there from 2am to start the loading process, the coach will leave at 2:30am.

Please be aware the clocks go back at midnight, so alarm clocks that do not update automatically will cause you to
be an hour late and miss departure!

Pick up time on return is expected to be between 11:45pm and 12pm on Thursday 31 October. We will know more
when we our flight lands. Pick up location will again be the Shawcroft car park, Ashbourne.

The outbound flight is at 6:40am from Manchester to Barcelona, due to arrive at 10am Spanish time.

The inbound flight is at 8:30pm from Barcelona to Manchester, due to arrive at 10:05pm.

Both flights are operated by Ryanair.

Hoodies

Money
Students will need money for:

Breakfast on the day of arrival (probably £s for Manchester airport)

The hotel will provide a packed lunch on Wednesday at Port Aventura theme park
